The total budget is divided into ten
steps, each funded at $1.3 million.
Each step is allocated across four
customer and rate classes:
residential on E1 ($221,000), small
commercial on E2 and E4
($507,000), large commercial on E7
($442,000), and non-profit/public
sector, ($130,000)
